Sub title The sub title (if any) should be printed in TNR 12 point Bold.

Content The content of the paper should be printed in TNR 12 point.

Author’s details Please clearly indicate the given name(s) and family name(s) of each

author and check that all names are accurately spelled.
Provide the full postal address of each affiliation, and, the Email
address of each author.

Short bio of the author Authors should send a 100 words short bio along with their papers
Corresponding author Clearly indicate who will handle correspondence at all stages of
refereeing and publication, also post-publication. Ensure that the e-
mail address is given and that contact details are kept up to date by
the corresponding author

Corresponding address The main corresponding address should be indicated

Email The Author’s corresponding email address should be given clearly

Abstract

A concise and factual abstract is required (maximum 250 words) in
TNR 11 point. The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the
research, the principal results and major conclusions.

For this reason, references should be avoided,
but if essential, then cite the author(s) and year(s). Also, non-
standard or uncommon abbreviations should be avoided, but if
essential they must be defined at their first mention in the abstract
itself.

Key words

Minimum of 3 and maximum of 5 keywords should be given.

Word limit of the paper

FGS Journal word limit for a single paper is 4500 — 5000 without
footnotes and bibliography.

Sub headings

Sub headings can be used but they should indicate in TNR 12 point
bold

Footnotes

TNR 10 point should be applied for footnotes.

Figures(photograph/drawings/
